"Our daughter,
Samantha, who happens to have autism, has been a

joy to watch as she sings, dances, and excitedly
jumps into the air while watching the Virginia
International Tattoo. She has inspired us to reach out
to the disability community and offer this unique
musical experience to those who might not normally
be able to attend."

This is the first Tattoo Special Audience Night
scheduled as part of the Festival's season. Special
accommodations include an open seating plan in the
arena, accessible seating areas, and the ability to
come and go from the performance as needed. "The
Tattoo is a wonderful family event and I'm happy that
we have found a way to reach out to families that
might have difficulty attending theatrical events," said
Scott Jackson.

The 15th Virginia International Tattoo is presented in
Norfolk's Scope Arena from April 29 to May 1 as part
of the \Virginia Arts Festival's 15th Season
Celebration.
